1. Coral Beach-Southermost Tip of the Island, Ka'Lae. Coral Covered Beach!
2. Honomalino Bay - Black Sand Beach, requires a hike. Secluded.
3. Pebble Beach - Black Stone Beach, steep drive down to beach with parking. Unique! 
4. Ho'okena Beach - Salt & Pepper Beach, a local-favorite, limited parking. (*)
5. Two-Step Beach - Boat Ramp with Rock Outcroppings. Local spot.
6. Napoopoo Beach Park - Rugged Rocks. Look West to see Captain Cook Monument
7. Magic Sands Beach - Small Tan Sand or Rugged Rocks (seasonal changes). Crowded. 
8. Kamakahonu Beach - Tan Sand with facilities and chair rentals, by Pier. Popular. (*) 
9. Old Airport Beach - Tan Sand beach in town, easy access to drive to. (*)
10. Honokohau Beach - Sand beach with rocks, park at Marina and short walk. Historic. 
11. Pinetrees Beach - Tan Sand Beach with rugged rock shorline, easy to drive to. (*) 
12. Kekaha Kai - Tan Sand Beach, shaded areas. ROUGH road to drive to this, or walk in. (*) 
13. Kua Bay - Tan Sand or Rocks (Seasonal) Beach, great for Boogie Boarding. Popular. (*) 
14. Kuki'o Beach - Visit guard shack for a Pass (limited #), walk to pristine sand beach. (*)
15. Kiholo Bay - 1m Hike from trailhead, rock/sand beach and blue water bay. Beautiful. 
16. Keawaiki Bay - Black Sand & Secluded Beach. Hike a rugged trail around old resort. 
17. Anaeho'omalu Tan Sand Beach (at the Marriott). Park in public lot, walk to beach. 
18. Beach 69 (Waialea Bay)-Tan Sand with pine tree shade. Public Parking. EPIC! (*) 
19. Hapuna Beach - perfect Tan Sand Beach (at the Westin). Only a few parking spots. 
20. Spencer Beach park - public park with tan sand beach. Parking.
21. Hawaiian Beach - course sand, this is the Canoe Paddling beach for Kawaihea Team. 
22. Mahukona Beach Park - and old industrial area, easy drive and ladder access water. 
23. Pololu Beach - Black Sand/Stone Beach, hike down 400' to a remote area. Unique. 
24. Bayfront Park - 'Canoe Beach' a course Sand Beach, near downtown Hilo. (*)
25. Carlsmith Beach Park - Natural Jetty protected area for swimming & snorkling. (*) 
26. Richardson Ocean Park - Black Sand Beach & swimming area. (*)
27. Pohoiki Beach - newly formed from 2018 lava, black rock beach. The Road Ends! (*)
28. Kehena Beach - Secluded Black Sand, short hike down. (unofficial Nude Beach!) 
29. Punalu'u Beach - Black Sand with parking, easy access. Swim with Honu (sea turtles)! (*) 
30. Whittington Beach Park - Rugged shoreline, with shade. Wading or snokling. (*)
31. Green Sand Beach - 2.5m Hike each way, only 4 in the world. Unique Views!
